ClarisArt is a series of ClarisImpact™ library files containing over 3,000 high-
quality pictures. Use ClarisArt pictures to enhance your own drawings
and presentations.

You can install the ClarisArt libraries at the same time as you install the
ClarisImpact application by selecting the appropriate installation option in the
application’s Installer. Please refer to the ClarisImpact documentation for
complete installation instructions.

A library is a ClarisImpact file that holds pictures you can reuse in different
documents. You can use a library picture by dragging a copy of it from the
library window to the desired position in a document window. Refer to the
ClarisImpact documentation for more information about using libraries.



Modifying library pictures
To change a library picture, you must first move a copy of the picture into a
document. Once you have placed a library picture in a document, you can:
m  resize the picture
= apply ClarisImpact special effects such as rotating and flipping
= group and ungroup the picture
Most of the pictures in the ClarisArt libraries are composed of many individual
objects (lines, rectangles, polygons, text, and so on) that have been grouped
into a single object. By ungrouping a library picture in your document, you can

edit the individual components of the picture as you would edit any other object
you created.

+ Note Some pictures may be composed of grouped groups. You may need
to ungroup multiple groups before you can edit all the objects.

Printing color pictures on Hewlett-Packard color inkiet printers

If you own a DeskWriter or DeskJet color inkjet printer, then you can print the
color pictures included in the ClarisArt libraries. Here are some tips for printing
ClarisArt color pictures on a Hewlett-Packard color inkjet printer:

s Use the Minimize Blad and Color Mixing option (not an option on the
DeskWriter C or the DeskJet 500C) whenever the picture contains black
objects that are adjacent to or overlapping colored objects.

m  Use the Scatter dithering option to get a closer approximation of the screen
colors. Note that this option makes printing slower and may use more of
your computer’s memory or disk space.

For more information on color inkjet printing options, consult the
documentation that came with your printer.

Transferring pictures to other applications

One of the most common ways to transfer pictures between applications is to
use a common file format such as PICT. In some cases, however, PICT format
may not preserve the precision of your picture, and some objects may shift or
appear distorted. These problems may occur when you transfer pictures as
PICT files, copy and paste pictures using the Clipboard, or use Publish &
Subscribe on the Macintosh.

Claris has made every effort to minimize this effect in the ClarisArt libraries.
To avoid problems, use the Save As command to save the picture as an
Encapsulated PostScript File (EPSF). You can then import the file into another
application that accepts EPSF files with no loss of precision or detail.
