ColorScope Pro
3.0 offers easy setup functions so that all you have to do to achieve
high quality results is select the type of original and desired finish.

Maximum 5,300 dpi Optical Resolution

The FT-S5000 provides a wide optical resolution range from 589 to
5,300 dpi (input resolution from 20 to 12,000 dpi).

High-Speed Image Scanning

The FT-S5000 offers excellent productivity with its ability to scan up
to 36 jobs in an hour (based upon scanning 35-mm film at 400% in
350 dpi).

Wide-Range Image-Scanning Capability

The FT-S5000 is able to scan a wide range of materials including
transparent and reflective positive films as well as photo negatives
and line art. The thickness can be up to 25 mm (1 inch) and the scan-
ner table will accommodate media up to size A3 wide (340 x 530
mm). You can also scan 330 x 530 mm (13.0 x 20.9 inch) line art at
2,000 dpi resolution.

Ambient Environment

Have the indoor conditions of the location of installation as follows.

* Operating temperature range: 23+5°C (73.4£9°F) (with no drastic
temperature changes over short periods of time)

« Storage temperature range: 0 to 50°C (32 to 122°F)
» Humidity range: 50 to 70% (no condensation)

* During the middle of the winter and summer seasons, the tempera-
ture inside the operating room during the daytime may be very
different from that of the nighttime or holidays. Due to this differ-
ence in temperature, while the machine is warming up, the precision
of the optical axis in the optical system will be temporarily shifted.
In this situation, install an air conditioner with a timer and set it to
start more than two hours before operations and adjust the ambient
temperature to a suitable temperature to minimize the warm-up time
when you start operations.

* Heat given off by the FT-S5000 amounts to approximately 170 kcal
(680 BTU). Take this into consideration when installing the air
conditioning system of the room.

* Do not operate the air conditioning system (of the room where the
FT-S5000 is placed) in a manner which results in extreme tempera-
ture changes in a short time. Also, the FT-S5000 should not be
placed directly in the path of drafts from an air conditioner.

« Keep the atmospheric pressure in the FT-S5000 room slightly higher
than that of adjacent rooms. The continuous introduction of outside
air will provide optimal performance from the FT-S5000.

Cleanliness

Dust can cause a great amount of damage to the FT-S5000, so be sure
to always keep the operating environment clean. The recommended
density for floating dust inside the room is 0.1 mg/m? (6.3 x 107
1b/ft).

* The FT-S5000 incorporates a precision optics system. Dirt or dust
on the lenses or mirrors can adversely affect the resolution, so the
system should be kept extremely clean.

* Avoid placing rugs or carpets that create dust. Take measures to
prevent the creation of dust by installing urethane resin or linoleum
mats.

* Place an adhesive-type dust-preventive mat at the room entrance.

¢ Do not allow smoking in the room.

Vibration

Vibrations have an adverse affect on the output quality from the FT-
S5000 and therefore take the precautions given below in the follow-
ing situations.

o If trains, trucks, or other large vehicles pass near the FT-S5000
frequently, perform the necessary vibrations tests to ascertain
whether the vibrations are above normal levels.

e If an air conditioner, printing machine, proof press, compressor, or
other source of vibration is located near the FT-S5000, their shock
waves or resonance may damage it. If this is the case, contact your
nearest sales office or agency of Dainippon Screen for measures to
stop the vibrations.

 The vibration standard of the FT-S5000 is less than 1 Gal for
frequencies from 0 to 20 Hz and less that 5 Gal for frequencies more
than 20 Hz in both the vertical and horizontal axes.

Table Strength

The FT-S5000 weighs 73 kg (161 lbs). Make sure that the table or
desktop on which it is placed can bear its weight and has a surface
area larger than that of the FT-S5000 itself.

Electrical Specifications

The FT-S5000 runs off a single phase 95 to 125 V AC power supply
ora 180 to 255 V AC power supply (at 50/60 Hz).

» With a 100 V power supply, the FT-S5000 consumes 0.2 kW at 2.0
A. (Rush current is 40 A, and starting current is 2.0 A.)

» With a 200 V power supply, the FT-S5000 consumes 0.2 kW at 1.0
A. (Rush current is 60 A, and starting current is 1.0 A.)

« Rush current refers to the maximum current draw immedi-
ately after the unit is turned on.

« Starting current refers to the maximum current draw imme-
diately after any of the FT-S5000 functions begins operating.

Power Supply

The following is a description of the power cable and AC power
supply outlet.

The AC power outlet must be a three-hole receptacle with a properly
grounded earth terminal.

« For the 100 V AC systems (e.g. North America, Japan, and other
100 V AC regions), an outlet like that shown above is required. The
FT-S5000 is supplied with a 2.0 m (78.7") power cable. Refer to
page 18 “Space and Layout” which shows the recommended loca-
tion of the AC outlet.

Installing the FT-S5000

 For 200 V AC systems (e.g. Europe and other 200 V AC regions), a
power cable is not supplied. If you are using a FT-S5000 with 200 V
AC specifications, you must purchase a power cable that fits the AC
power port of your FT-S5000 and your 3-pin grounded AC power
outlet. These items must be rated for at least 250 V at 6 A.

If you cannot find an applicable power cable, contact your nearest
Dainippon Screen sales office or agency.

Grounding

Always use a grounded AC outlet with a ground resistance of less
than 100 Q. Have a qualified electrician check to make sure that your
AC outlet is properly grounded.

Even if your AC power outlet fits the power cable with 3-
pin plug for the FT-S5000, to prevent electrical problems,
have a qualified electrical technician verify that the ground
terminal of the AC power outlet is properly grounded with
a resistance to ground of less than 100 Q.

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Voltage Fluctuations

The FT-S5000 can run adequately with line voltage fluctuations of up
to +10% that of the rated voltage. You should install a voltage stabi-
lizer if power at your facility is prone to fluctuations beyond this
range. This specification only refers to gradual voltage fluctuations
over time, and does not include voltage spikes and surges. For this
reason, do not connect the FT-S5000 to the same circuit utilized by
machinery subject to sudden changes in operating loads. Wherever
possible, the FT-S5000 should be connected to its own independent
power circuit.

Voltage Drops

Always use a properly rated power cable so that voltage drop do not
occur during starting currents as well as steady-state currents. To
prevent possible electrical damage to the FT-S5000, use fuses, circuit
breakers, and switches that have the appropriate ratings.

Have all components selected and installed by an electrical service
company or a qualified electrician.

Setting the Scan Media

The following procedure explains how to place two 35-mm film
frames in the FT-S5000.

The following two accessories that come standard with the FT-S5000
are needed to scan 35-mm film:

* Transparent original retaining plate

In the transparent original retaining plate, one side has a nonglare
finish (a rough surface) to prevent Newton rings. The masking sheet
is to be attached to this nonglare surface. If it is difficult to tell
which surface is the nonglare surface, hold the retaining plate up to
a fluorescent lamp, or other light in the room, and the side that has a
dull look is the nonglare side and the side that has a shiny look is
not.

When handling the transparent original retaining plate, be
careful not to touch the surfaces on either side. Oil from your
fingers and scratches will have an adverse effect on the
output image.

Click on the rt Edi button located in the /O window. The
scanning conditions setting mode activates and the trimmed area of
the prescanned image appears. This window is called the editing
window.

Select the selector tool from the tool box. Then move the cursor to the
location where you want to begin trimming. The cursor will change to
cross hairs when it is over the image. Press down on the mouse button
to select a starting point and then, while holding down on the mouse
button, move the mouse in any direction and enclose the area you
want to select. Release the mouse button to complete the selection.

After an area is selected, if the cursor is moved to within the area, the
cursor will turn into an arrow. At this time, by holding down the
mouse button, you can drag the selected area to any position you
desire. To redo the trimming selection, click outside of the selected
area and start again.
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Open the “Mode” pull-down menu in the Setup window and select
the final image mode that the scanned image is to be converted into.
The three modes that can be selected are “RGB,” “CMYK,” and
“GrayScale.”

Media Type Selection

Open the “Image” pull-down menu in the Setup window and select
the type of media you are scanning. The media types that can be
selected are “General,” “Portrait,” “Scenery,” or “Machines.”

Opening up the pull-down menu to the far right allows you to
further define the image setting. For more details, refer to the
ColorScope Pro 3.0 User’s Manual.

Selecting the Finish

Open the “Finish” pull-down menu in the Setup window and select
the desired finish of the scan. The finishes that can be selected are
“Standard,” “Slightly dark,” “Slightly light,” “Bright,” “Sharp,”
“Soft,” “Solidity,” “Whitish highlight,” “Contrasty,” and “Original
atmosphere.”

Input Media Setting
The scanning operation will be executed according to the type of
original for prescanning.

- Set the Drive for Storing the Image File
Click on the button in the dialog box, and then choose the
drive where the image file will be stored from among the volumes
displayed.

- Set the Folder for Storing the Image File
Select the folder where the image file will be stored from among
those displayed in the box.

» Set the Image File Name
Click on the “Save this document as:” box and input the name of the
file in the box. You can also use a function that automatically
assigns consecutive numbers as the file name.

- Set the Image File Format
Open the “File Format” pull-down menu and select the desired
image file format. You can select from TIFF, EPSF, JPEG, or Scitex
CT formats.
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If you select the TIFF, EPSF, or JPEG file formats, you can make
further selections by clicking on the button. For more
details, refer to the ColorScope Pro 3.0 User’s Manual.

If you select the Scitex CT format, the filename and destination will
be set at that time.

Here, we will select the TIFF format and the TIFF option (CMYK) by
clicking on the button in the dialog box.

« A batch scan refers to scanning multiple setups in only one
scan.

» When the “Batch” checkbox is not selected, the |
button in the Server Manager window will change to “Scan.”
Then, once you have set the scanning conditions, click on
the button to start scanning.

2. Click on the button. The filename for the first scan to
be stored is registered and the filename appears in the box in the
Server Manager window.

This completes the setup for the first scan. Continue with the
second scan using the same procedure as the first scan. However,
be sure to change the filename of the image file to be saved before
you register it.
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Cautionary Points for Scanning Line Art Originals

The scan quality for line art originals is affected by the temperature
inside the unit. Scan line art originals after turning on the FT-S5000
and leaving it for more than 30 minutes for it to reach a stable temper-
ature. Only begin scanning after you have verified that the tempera-
ture is stable.

Downloading the Firmware

If you want to use a new version of the FT-S5000 firmware, that
firmware must be downloaded into the FT-S5000 using the mainte-
nance tool. The downloading procedure is explained below.
