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In Ghost Recon, the
enemy hits hard with
soldiers and tanks.

They are the Ghosts—unseen soldiers who move through the
night, as silent as spirits. They are America's elite Special
Forces team, sent to the world's political hotspots to keep the
peace through whatever means possible. Against the zing of
sniper fire or the baboom of tank artillery, the Ghosts risk life
and limb for the greater good. You're about to join them.

Your soldiers are
determined to get the
job done, no matter
the mission.

It's the year 2008, and an extremist group has seized power in
Russia. The radicals are determined to restore communist
Russia to its former glory, and they have the military might to
make it happen. Without pretense, the radicals invade Ukraine,
Belarus, and Kazakhstan. The U.S.-backed NATO responds with
troops of its own.

For the more remote
missions, helicopters
drop you off at the inser-
tion zone— then you're
on your own.

Tension escalates, casualties mount, and U.S. leaders choose
the only alternative to war—your team of Green Berets, the
Ghosts. Your series of covert operations will decide the future of
the entire region. :

The Ghosts can blend
into any terrain, striking
like vipers.

No one knows their ranks. No one knows their names. When
the Ghosts complete a mission, people never know it happened.

You don't have an arniyftf) back you up. If this were a regular mili-
tary tour of duty, you could depend on several thousand troops or

- maybe a division of M1A2 Abrams tanks and heavy air support to

help with your objectives. Not with the Ghosts. You're stuck with
two teams of three operatives each. You'd better choose the right
men for the job, or you're unlikely to penetrate the local bingo
night undetected, let alone a Russian command post.

PlEERISIOINNIEL BFIIILE (S

In Ghost Recon, each soldier has four skills: Weapon, Stealth,
Endurance, and Leadership. After each successful mission,
participating operatives each receive a combat point to
increase a skill. Spend these wisely, or you'll end up with a
sniper who can take two shots to the chest but can't sneak up
on a guard enjoying a siesta.

Spend your combat
points on Weapon skill
first so you can shoot
straight.

RANKING THE STATS

The most important skill is Weapon. Weapon represents the
soldier's accuracy with his gun, as well as how fast his reticle
pips (crosshairs) close on a target. There's nothing more frus-
trating than picking off bad guys like Jesse James while your
supporting teammates miss every shot. Equally annoying is
when your soldier's crosshairs close slower than a rusted
elevator door. Avoid this by spending combat points, whenever
possible, on Weapon. A good rule of thumb is to spend two of
every three combat points earned on the Weapon skill.
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There's a difference in =
weapon aceuracy. s
Notice howthe <~ ““wt
rifleman's M16 reticle
pips don‘t closeas . .- _:'

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Next up is Stealth, which -
represents your skill at
moving quietly and, therefore,
how close you can get to an enemy -«
without being detected. You always
want to surprise your enemies, especially if
you can get off several rounds before they
can return fire, so stealth is a must. Avoid
soldiers with a Stealth of one—the lowest,
Stealth number for a fireteam brings down the
entire team's ability to sneak up on an enemy.
If you have to take someone low in Stealth, |
spend the points early to bring him up to an
acceptable two or three. '




With a high Stealth, you
can sneak up on an
enemy and pick him off
while he's tying his
shoe. A low Stealth
means patrols will spot
you a mile away.

A high Leadership can be critical, though only one of your *
soldiers has to concentrate on it. For every three points,
Leadership increases all other soldiers’ skills by one. It's very
important since it beefs up five of the six soldiers. However,
only pump up one of your guys since the game checks the
highest Leadership in the platoon and designates that soldier as
the leader. The effect isn't cumulative, so having two operatives
with a high Leadership is a waste, unless you want one as a
backup in case the other kicks the bucket.

Without a high
Endurance, the ability to
sustain injury, you'll end
up like these guys.

Endurance signifies the ability to withstand physical damage.
A single shot takes out low-Endurance guys, but a soldier with
an Endurance of eight can take a couple of wounds. Also, a
soldier with a low Endurance can be slowed down in combat if
he's carrying too much equipment. Endurance is the least
important stat for two big reasons. First, missions are based on
stealth; you should avoid heavy-duty firefights. Second, you can
always restart a mission or return to a previously saved position
if one of your men takes a bullet.

NOT ALL RECRUITS ARE THE SAME

Soldiers start with different skill points, from four to eight. Pay
attention to the new recruits' points, and you'll see some are
better than others. Some have seven points while others only
have four points. Obviously, for the best fighting chance, you
want a platoon full of seven-point operatives. Unfortunately,
that's not possible; there just aren’t enough high-stat studs to
go around. A soldier is acceptable with six skill points, espe-
cially with high Weapon and Stealth numbers.

To improve your chances of a killer squad, try this trick. Look
at your recruits, and if you're not happy with the result, simply
restart the campaign. Each restart spawns new recruits, so you
can keep going till you find the platoon you like.

P

If you're not happy with your platoon’s beginning stats, resjutlié
campaign and get a whole new set of recruits to choose from.

Don't worry if you can't find the ultimate set of six soldiers. As
you complete missions, the game unlocks 12 different special-
ists (one after each of the first 12 missions) in the Ghost Recon
campaign and five specialists (one after each of the first five
missions) in the Desert Siege campaign. These specialists come
ready to go with high stats and special weapons, so include
them in the mix if you need their skills, replacing one soldier
for another.

The rifleman has the
hest chance of survival
in a close firefight.




TIHIENAILIPHIA/IBRIAVIO
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Every mission in Ghost Recon can be accomplished with just
two teams. During times of particularly hairy gunfire, it's difficult
to switch between characters and not end up like Swiss
cheese. That said, the first slot of both Alpha and Bravo should
be filled with a rifleman. When you're moving a fireteam on a
mission, your rifleman will most likely engage the enemy first. If
someone has to shoot from close to medium range, it should be
your rifleman and his M16. A support soldier might get big casu-
alties, but he'll also take a slug just as quickly, and a sniper's
reload is just too slow for rapid-fire kills. In a quick fight, the
rifleman has the best chance of survival.

Most of the time, either your Alpha or Bravo rifleman will also
be your leader. Snipers need to raise their Weapon and Stealth
skills faster since they're the ones crawling amidst the enemy
patrols. Support and demolitions soldiers aren‘t guaranteed to
come on every mission. That leaves riflemen with a few extra
combat points to spend on Leadership. .

You should take at least
. one demo expert on
each mission. If you run
into any tanks, you'll be
glad you did.

The second slot for each fireteam rotates depending on the
mission. You should always take at least one demolitions expert
on every mission. There's always something to blow up, even if
it's not scheduled in the mission. You might not need to plant a
demo charge on a downed F18, but you can always aim an M136
Rocket Launcher at a group of hostiles and inflict heavy damage.

Otherwise, they tend to be a bit
trigger-happy and open up on
anything that moves. That can prove
troublesome and makes your whole fireteam

a target. Usually, a third rifleman works better.
He can give you some additional firepower
with a quicker trigger and more mobility.
Another option is a second demolitions soldier.
Planning for the future is always good, and
bringing two demo guys increases their J
combat value, so they're ready for the

tougher missions.
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Don t hrmg along dead weight on missions.
Remember, you want your important soldiers

to earn extra combat points—two snipers

are an advantage.

!




Snipers are your best
shots and your long-
range vision.

The third slot in each fireteam is all about the sniper, the most
important soldier in the game. This book's combat strategies
constantly utilize the sniper's long-range scope for surveillance
and mission planning. Snipers sit in the rear, mostly for protec-
tion. They aren't that effective in firefights, so your riflemen and
support should be up closer in case of a sudden attack. Plus,
when a fireteam is hunkered down, the sniper has the best
range and can hit a target from the back position. Even though
the sniper sits third, you'll find yourself controlling him more
than any other in the unit.

Never auto assign your platoon. The computer doesn't look at stats
wisely, and you may end up with a four-point loser in a critical slot.

BATITILIEWPREPIARATIIONIS!

You're not in the field yet. Before you jump hastily into a
mission, you must remember a few things that don't rely on how
fast you can press the trigger button. Here are some premission
tips to get you ready for battle.

DONT KEEP THE BRIEFING BRIEF

Pay attention during the
mission briefing. It can
tell you what sort of
enemy you're up against
and provide valuable
clues to defeating your
obstacles.

Pay attention during the mission briefing. First, it spells out your
tasks on the mission, which are your top priorities. It also gives
you clues about the type of resistance you'll face, as well as
possible nasty surprises. For example, say you're deep in a
mission without a demo soldier and his trusty M136. If you
stumble across a tank, you're toast. Your men don't have the
weaponry to deal with an armored vehicle without demolitions.
You also shouldn't forget a demo charge on a mission with a
demolitions target; otherwise, you will forfeit the mission objec-
tive or reward. Study your briefing to be better prepared for the
task ahead.

SAVE YOURSELF

Ghost Recon can make you paranoid. If it's not the crunch of
leaves right next to you, it's a guard who suddenly appears out
of the trees. You can become incredibly frustrated if you don't
‘paranoid save" often. You should save after every major fire-
fight. If you get killed after that point without saving, you:_WiIT
have to repeat the battle.

Beware of friendly fire.
Never position one
soldier directly in front
of another.

No one should die in your team either. Some fans like to play
Ghost Recon with no saves and if a soldier dies, a soldier dies.
The game is hard enough without this added pressure. Once
you become an expert, you can play that way. Until then, stick
to saving so you can keep your team members alive and
earning combat points each mission.

MOIVIEMENIT

Most people think shooting is the key to a game like Ghost
Recon. It's not. Stealthy movement and tactics keep you alive. It
helps to kill the enemy in a single shot, but if you aren't in the
proper position, the return fire can cut you to ribbons. Your
missions will be much more successful if you move and deploy
according to the following guidelines.



THE CROSSFIRE

Set up a crossfire and
one of your men will
always have a free blind-
side shot at the enemy.

The idea here is to move one team a short distance, then have
the first team cover the second team as it moves. As you work
toward your objective, the teams flank out around the enemy. If
one team runs into a group of hostiles, it doesn't have to fight
alone. In fact, the other team should surprise the hostiles and
take them down before they have a chance to mow down the
vulnerable team. A team's arc of fire should always be straight
ahead or aimed in front of the second team's planned location.

O [ | > —

Flanking your enemies assaults them with gunfire from two
different directions. Even a fortified position can't hold long.

Here's an example of how to work together. Team Alpha
wants to move into a cave entrance, but it's dark, and line of
sight is nearly impossible to establish from the team's current
position. If enemies are inside, they could be hidden in a
crevice ready to blow someone's brains out. Move team Bravo
into the trees nearby with an arc of fire into the cave. When
team Alpha gives up its secured position and charges into the
cave, Bravo has first shots at anyone foolish enough to pop up.
There are no guarantees in dangerous situations like this, but
getting the first shots often makes the difference.
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Ideally, you spot the bad guys before they spot you a'néi
into position.

Use your sniper's telescopic sight to spot the
enemy before he spots you.

Before you move a team's position, scout
the surrounding area with the sniper. Move
carefully until you spot an enemy atlong |
range. Identify all the enemies in the area
using both team's snipers, then plan a route
that can flank the nearest ones without
danger from return fire. If you can't engage
an enemy without exposing your backs to other
enemies, then use your sniper to pick off as
many targets as possible, and relocate to
attack from a different angle. Tl _i’ |
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A sniper’s telescopic sight is much better than your normal vision.
Add his long-range accuracy, and the sniper becomes the most
important soldier in your fireteam.

For example, say you want to take a ridge guarded by a forti-
fied machine gun post atop the rocky cliffs. If you were to
charge up the slope, guns blazing, the machine gunner would
probably bury you before you got halfway up the hill. Instead,
try zooming in with the sniper's scope and monitoring the post
for a few minutes. First, you notice two guards up there; more
importantly, you discover that the machine gunner leaves his
weapon every so often to take a stroll. Time the raid for when
the gunner next leaves, and have your sniper take out the
second guard. With your second team charging up the hill, keep
your sniper focused on the machine gun. You can't let that be*
manned, or your friends are doomed. The second someaone .
grabs the machine gun, pick him off. A little luck will have you
unscathed and inside the postin no time.

A sniper’s rifle does more
than shoot. It can also aid
you in dodging fights you
don't want to start.

CROUCHING $OLDIER, HIDDEN ENEMY

This is not a racing game. Speed through Ghost Recon and
you'll alert every enemy unit and have a losing gunfight on your
hands. You need to move slowly, using your snipers to note
every enemy location and scout out the best spots to move
under cover.

Never stand on a
mission. Always crouch
or crawl while maving
to a destination.

Never stand during a mission. You move a little slower in the
crouch position, and it increases your defense. Work your way
from tree to rock, vehicle to building, as you search out your
objectives. When you let the computer A.l. plan a route for your
alternate team, always double-check to make sure the team is
hidden in the best cover in the area. The enemies in this game
aren't stupid; they don't stand around in one spot. A patrol
might wander into your position, and cover gives you the edge.

CHEATING

"Cheat" and run the
map borders to
avoid enemies.

e
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No, not cheat codes—the legitimate way to “cheat' on a

mission is to hug the map's border. The mission boundaries are
not endless, so you can skirt along one edge and gain the luxury
of knowing an enemy cannot attack from that side. It's possible
to travel deep into enemy territory this way and not meet a
single hostile. The map border also provides a good retreat
point. For those times when you're under heavy enemy fire,
unsure of where the shots are coming from, beating it back to a
border can give you a new launch point to redeploy.




NIGHT MISSIONS

Switch to night vision to
see in the dark.

Nighttime is your bestjqend While the enemy has its normal
peepers that have trouble seeing very far in the dark, you can
toggle on night vision and attack like an owl after a field mouse.
Night missions allow you to move more quickly and usually give

~ you the element of surprise. You can get a little closer than you

normally would to assault an enemy location, thus increasing
your accuracy and kill rate. Don't forget night vision on a day
mission, either. Rather than stab around in the dark, flip on your
infrared goggles inside a particularly gloomy building or under-
ground parking garage. " .

Before you take your first step, memorize the order of your
teams. You can cycle through your soldiers using the map,
starting with the first member of Alpha and ending with the third
member of Bravo. Under pressure, you should skip to exactly
the guy you need, so remember who you are at all times and
how to get that support guy when you need the heavy artillery.

A bullet whizzes by your head—a second, a third. You can't
figure out where the enemy is. After dropping prone, what do
you do?

If the other men in your team aren't firing back, they can't see
the hostile either. At this point, you don't want to getin a
prolonged shootout. It will end up with you or someone else in
the team biting it.

Take the best cover possible and switch teams. If Alpha is
pinned down, toggle to a team member in Bravo and quickly
identify the enemy's position. Most likely, the enemy is fully
intent on putting holes in your Alpha team members. While he's
occupied, move in quickly and unload with all of Bravo's
weaponry. Once your threat indicator goes blue, switch back to
an Alpha member and carry on.

ClOMIMIAINIDIIMIAP!

Avoid the body bag and
peek around corners.

Think of the command map as your second team. You're in
control of one team, and the computer controls the other from
the commands you input on the map. Practice setting
waypoints, adjusting arcs of fire, and reading the map
symbols—and keep in mind the following tips.

TAKEE CHARGE

Take charge of the
primary fireteam on any
given task.

The computer isn't a bad ally, but you're a bit smarter. Take
charge of the key team whenever possible, whether it's finding
good cover, engaging the enemy guard post, or running across
open territory. Don't send an A.l. team into a nest full of
enemies and expect to clear it out. If you operate this way,
you'll end up with too many casualties. The secondary team
works great at covering your advance and defending a position.

CLEAR THE EXTRACTION ZONE

Clear out the extraction
zone so you don't get
sandwiched by enemies
on your return trip.

Your first priority on a mission is to clear out the extraction zone
if it's near the insertion zone. Obviously, you don't want to be
moving into an ambush first thing off the chopper. More impor-
tantly, though, you want the zone enemy-free for the return trip.
If you have to vamoose in a hurry, you don't want enemies
chasing you into other enemies. Dying a few steps away from
the finish line can be a little frustrating.

PIARICEPILIACIE!

Before you start, get your two teams in order. You want to
command a team with a sniper, because he's your eyes for
recon. If you take a support soldier, make sure he's in the
second team. Your team is the quick attack force; the second
team hosts the larger firepower. Also, with every mission, cycle
through your guys and familiarize yourself with the platoon
order so you can reach any one of your operatives. As you do
so, toggle to the weapon you want each to use in combat.

The first enemy patrol
lies in the trees over the
first hill.

Take your team over the first hill. There's a thicket of trees
down the hill ahead of you. Your first enemy patrol lies inside
that tree patch. Drop your sniper to the ground and use the tele-
scopic sight to search them out. With some patience, you can
find them before they find you.

Your sniper can take one out. If you're good enough, your
sniper might take out two, or even all three. The three guards
aren't armed with anything special, so your team of three will
make quick work of them. It's the first encounter—they're
taking it easy on you.

1 Don't expose yourself
until after you take out
the lone soldier in the
bunker.
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Continue west until your sniper spots the bunker. Keep the
foliage in front of you. If you make a mistake and wander into
the open field in front of the bunker, you might be toast. There's
a lone machine gunner patrolling the area. Use your sniper to
get a bead on him. Take him out before he has a chance to
throw lead into your flimsy bushes.

hill near the bunker. If
you don't, expect a heavy
firefight in the woods.

So far, so good, but it's about to get ugly. To your right, up on
the hill, is another enemy patrol. This one sports three guards,
one carrying a machine gun. The catch? You're not just fighting
one patrol. A second patrol farther west reinforces the moment
you fire on the first patrol. You need to kill six enemies and deal
with two machine guns.

The enemies around the bunker are not afraid to toss grenades on
your unsuspecting head. Pick them off hefore they have time to
get fancy.

After you deal with the threat in this
area, move Alpha into the cover of
the bunker and ready the next phase
of your attack.
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What's the best course of attack? Wait till you can spot their
silhouettes at the top of the hill. If you have team Bravo placed
to unload on the hill—but not too close—use your sniper to
assassinate one enemy and draw the others into a fight. The
bunker might look like a place of refuge and good cover, but
Papashvili's guards are wise to that trick and lob grenades from
the woods above. Fan out in the woods at the bottom of the hill.
If you shoot at the guards, they will come down the hill looking
for you.

The eastern mountain
pass is easier than
the west.

This is one of the toughest shootouts on the map, so rattle off
some grenades from a rifleman's M203. Because it's early in the
mission and not a major chore to restart, use Alpha and Bravo
in different setups to take down the enemy.

SINIIPIERIISENIE ST

This is one of the most
difficult shots in the
game; you must elimi-
nate the enemy sniper on
a ledge before moving to
the mountain pass.
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You want the bunker. Cross the open field and come up on the
bunker's left side. Crawl under the bunker and come out on the
other side with your sniper. You are on a small hill looking
across the open fields at a big cliff in the distance.
Unfortunately, there's a sniper's nest, and the guy can see all
the way down the valley to your little bunker here. He
can kill your entire squad if you try to cross the
mountain pass he's guarding.

Don't cross the open field to the eastern pass unless you've elimi-
nated the enemy sniper on the cliff.

It's time to test your aim. You can barely see the sniper, so
wait and watch for movement above the sandbags. It's best to
hit him with the first shot. If you do not, the enemy sniper has a
tendency to hide and zing lead down on your troops. After he's
dead, you're free to cross to the eastern mountain pass.

After the sniper's out of
commission, the eastern
mountain pass won't be
any trouble—until you
get to the top.

Don't take the eastern mountain pass lightly. Patrolling the
plateau above are two teams of three guards each. They move
back and forth between the tent camp (objective #1) and the
western mountain pass. You might get the drop on them, but
each squad carries a grenade launcher, so be prepared for
some shelling.

On top of the eastern
pass, two enemy teams
patrol the plateau.
Unless you strike fast, it
won't be an easy fight.




Creep over the pass's rise. If a patrol comes by, it will barrage
you. Set your sights through the trees to your left; the patrols
show up there, hidden behind bark and leaves. If you have a
clear shot with a rifleman, arc a grenade into their midst and
hope for maximum impact, though it's a tough shot through the
trees. Follow with a crossfire between Alpha and Bravo, then
prepare for the next group of three.

PIOPRTIENT

You travel northeast toward the tent camp (objective #1).
Because you removed the threat of wandering patrols, you can
get close to the small tent village. Crouch in slowly, and when
your sniper can see the building that looks like an outhouse, or
the markings on the tents, have your men drop to a crawl.

Inch in close to the tent
encampment, and your
sniper will do damage.

Four guards move around the surrounding areas of the tents.
Three guards mill about the campgrounds, one armed with a
machine gun and another with a grenade launcher. Draw a
bead on the camp; your sniper can try to take out as many
enemies as possible in the confusion. Line up your sight on the
campfire or the chair next to it. If you can zero in on the
machine gunner or grenade launcher, so much the better.
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Fan your two teams apart and catch the enemy in a crossfire. |
If you can't find a good flanking position (cover is sparse on the i i
eastern side of the encampment), assault in force—hunker
down all six of your men in the woods near the camp and fire. A
grenade from a M203 on the campfire or a rocket from the M136
detonating in enemy central will set off the fireworks.

BRIEAICINGETHIENRUILES

You don't have the luxury of time in this mission. That means no
hunkering down and waiting patiently for the enemy to show so
your sniper can pop him. It's going to be a bloodbath, so
consider yourself lucky if you complete the mission with only a
soldier or two dead on your side.
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Sometimes it's necessary to split the two teams to complete
objectives on opposite sides of the map.

Because there are two different patrols to take down on
opposite sides of the map, you have to break the rule of working
in tandem. Team Alpha must take out the northeast patrol while
team Bravo eliminates the southwest patrol. They don't work
together until the end of the mission.

There are three waves of enemies on the map. The first line
of offense is the two patrols (objectives #1 and #2). You must
take these out first and fast. The second wave is made up of
three groups of soldiers, one following behind each patrol and
one coming up the main road. Don't engage these troops, even
if you have a clear shot, until after you take out both patrols.
Why? The third layer of enemies is massive—two tanks,
eighteen commandos, and lots of grenade launchers and
machine guns. As soon as you engage a soldier in the second
wave, the third wave begins to move in. To give yourself as
much time as possible, you don't want that third wave moving
until the last possible moment.
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Team Alpha assaults the
northeast patrol.

NIORITHIEAIS TRPAITRIOIL

Take control of your sniper and run Alpha around the back of
the HQ and up the mountain. At the top, slant northwest and
head all the way to the edge of cover. Look between two rock
outcroppings at the flats before the railroad track and the hill
behind them. If you go at the start of the mission, you will
intercept a team of three soldiers on the hill. Wipe them out
before they have a chance to gain the cover of the rock to
their right.

The second half of the northeast
patrol comes from the railroad tracks
to the east. Eliminate the first enemy,
the one with the machine gun,
before he can let loose. .




Once all three are down, move forward and watch the tracks
to your right. Keep your sniper's long-range scope on and
advance. Eventually, the patrol's second squad emerges into
view. Kill the first soldier to remove the threat of the machine
gun, and mop up the other guy a few seconds later. Objective #1
is complete. Before you switch to team Bravo, move your Alpha
soldiers to the railroad tracks in position to see the bridge.

Once the northeast
patrol falls, run for the
railroad bridge.

The railroad bridge is the key to this mission. You must get your
demo expert on top for a clear shot at the tanks.

Though you don't control team Bravo until after Alpha takes out
the northeast patrol, you do need to move it before this point.
Just prior to taking control of Alpha, set Bravo's coordinates on
the map. Click on the grove of trees just in front of the railroad
car (see map at the beginning of this section). As Alpha charges
up the hill to engage the northeast patrol, Bravo runs for position
against the southwest patrol. From that vantage point, Bravo has
the best chance to mow down the enemy without you in control.

. From the trees near
the railroad car,
Bravo engages the
enemy in force.

Once Alpha completes objective #1, take control of Bravo and
shoot all enemies in sight. It's a tough gunfight. The reinforce-
ments behind the first enemy squad of five come up quickly,
signaling the tanks to begin their assault on the headquarters.
That's why you left Alpha on the bridge.

Enemies love to use

the railroad car as
cover. As soon as you
dispatch the first enemy
wave, move up and use
the car yourself.

Watch for enemies who sneak up behind the railroad car.
They love to lie down flat and shoot you from underneath the
cover of the big car. When the objective #2 complete box pops
up—meaning you've killed all the soldiers in wave one—move
up to the railroad car, and then flank the incoming enemy as
best you can. Kill as many enemies as possible so you can help
Alpha stop the main threat from overtaking the HQ. Expect a
team of four enemies with a grenade launcher to come from the
northwest.

TIANKISHARLIOT

It gets really tricky here. You have three things to worry about: a
team of four enemies advancing on the road, a team of four
advancing up the eastern side of the map, and the tank division
in the rear.
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Let the NATO soldiers deal with stray enemies who wander down
the main road.




Arm your rocket
launcher and target the
enemy tanks hefore they
reach the bridge.

Forget about the first team of four on the road. You don't have
time to deal with them. The NATO soldiers will take care of them
with their machine gun. You have to move fast enough to
prevent the patrol pushing ahead to the east from overtaking
you before the tanks arrive.

Your main responsibility is the tanks. If they get too close to
the HQ, the mission is over. Plus, the firepower on the tanks can
obliterate you in seconds. Take control of your demolitions
expert, probably Nigel Tunney, and ready the rocket launcher.
Crouch over the northern edge of the railroad bridge, where you
can get a clear shot at the road. Ignore enemy fire and zero in
on the closest tank. Launch, and then repeat on the second tank.
You must hit them on the north side of the bridge to keep your
NATO friends from taking casualties. If you destroy the tanks on
the southern side of the bridge, you will lose the special objec-
tive (and your chance at unlocking the hidden soldier). If you
have an extra rocket left, launch it into the heart of the
advancing enemy and hope for as much damage as possible.
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It's possible to destroy a
tank on the southern end
of the bridge, but if you
wait too long, the tank
will overrun the
Georgian command post.

By this point, the second eastern patrol is on top of you.

Switch to your rifleman and hunt down the patrol quickly so you- -

can join forces with Bravo and tag team on the remaining
hostiles.

Identify where the biggest threat is hidden. This may take l

waiting for the threat indicator to glow red. Try different direc-

tions until you know where the dozen or so bad guys are going

to strike.

. Locate the biggest

enemy threat and
converge both teams
on it.

The highest priority now is keeping everyone at the HQ from
getting shot. There are two officers inside the HQ; if they get
shot, you immediately lose. Leave a fireteam nearby to guard
against a sudden enemy run on the headquarters. Position a
soldier on the cliffs on either side of the bridge so you have a
clear shot at troops trying to make a frontal assault down the
road. From the cliffs, you can also get down to the building
quickly enough to prevent serious harm.

If you fear a sudden
ground assault on the
HQ, position one soldier
on the cliffs to oversee
all avenues of approach.

If you're confident that the majority of the remaining enemy is

on one side of the map, or if they're still far away from the HQ,
then bring your teams together and go hunting with the stan-
dard practices of flanking and crossfires. This cleans up the
enemy more quickly, with less chance of injuring your men.

More than likely, though, you need to keep your teams split to

guard the eastern and western hills from enemy incursion. Let
the NATO soldiers take care of the road—unless the strongest
force advances straight ahead—and pick off any enemy teams

that threaten on either side. Plant your guys in strong cover, and

they shouldn't have a problem dealing with incoming enemies,
even if you aren't in control of the team.

After the tanks are
destroyed, the enemy
usually tries to make a
push up the western
flank. Reinforce team
Bravo if you can.

WHIEIW!

Congratulate yourself if the HQ is still standing and none of your
soldiers have a scratch on their helmets. This mission tests your
ability to react under pressure and your speed in working two
independent teams. Handle this one and you have definitely
advanced well beyond beginner.

There's a lot of
carnage on the road
when you get through
with this mission.
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Your missions aren't always about killing people; sometimes they're about saving people. This
time the Russians have pinned down a group of U.N. troops, and it's your job to open up an
escape route for them.

Directly in front of you and over the hill, southwest from the
insertion zone, a road winds past a guard post and over a steel
bridge draped in fog at the far end. Seems innocent enough—
until you notice the rebels with automatic weapons patrolling
the area.

If you Iet the guard posted at the bridge escape, he'll alert
everyone at the crossroads. Not a good thing.

Go for the group of three first. Your rifleman needs to at least
pick off the one with a grenade launcher to minimize the threat
to your team.

If he hears firing, he'll run across the bridge and alert
his comrades on the other side, who will then be set up a
defensive perimeter. Kill the wandering patrol quickly, then
swing over and clip the guard post soldier before he gets too far
across the bridge.

A quarter
of the force on the map—10 enemies—shows up with these
reinforcements. Two enemy teams deploy and entrench to
harass you on the return trip.

. The southwest road at
the crossroads spawns
new enemies when you
rescue the peacekeepers.
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Theroad tr‘éilingi off to the southwest seems harmless when you
pass by it the first time. Once you rescue the U.N. soldiers, though,
10 enemies appear there as reinforcements.

Don't be concerned if the peacekeepers don't come with you.
One probably will; the other likes to stand guard in the village.
As long as you return to the extraction zone, and neither of
them dies during that time, you complete the mission with the
bonus objective.

Half the reinforcements
guard the crossroads on
your return trip.

Move your teams back down the main road. Hug the eastern
flank again for maximum cover. When you come to the rise,
duck down and scout with your sniper. Half of the enemy is set
up at the crossroads. Sometimes they camp in buildings and in
the western woods, but most likely they're right in front of you
in the patch of cover where the road banks to the southeast.

Be prepared for a vicious fight. Bullets hail all around you
from bushes and trees. These enemies do a good job of staying
hidden, so watch for the streaks of fire. Many times your sniper
can pinpoint a guy through the foliage from the weapon
discharge.

Proceed cautiously to the road and shoot anything that moves |
in front of you. Slide along the bridge's northern perimeter and
scope out the hill from where you originally launched your
attack.

A favorite spot to fire from is |
the wall halfway up the hill. If you have any remaining heavy |
artillery—grenades and rockets—now's a good time to getrid  f
of them.

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Enemies have the element of surprise in urban combat. They
are entrenched in buildings, like the bank you'll be clearing out.
Enemy snipers can pop out of windows and gun you down
before you know it. On the wilderness maps, there are a lot of
open expanses you can take advantage of by catching the
enemy exposed. Not so here, where the enemy can quickly
duck behind cars or run down alleys.

As always, stay sharp. Take advantage of urban obstacles as
cover—cars, garbage cans, fences, building corners, etc.—and
stay out of sight in alleyways and building alcoves whenever
possible.

G [ | o e——

There are five civilians who run across your path during the
mission. To complete the honus objective, control yourself and your
itchy trigger finger.

At the corner of the
starting area, wait for
the two enemies in the
first patrol to show, and
then mow them down
with automatic
weapons. If you miss one, he'll try to sneak up on you from the
protection of the nearby cars.
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The first enemy patrol does a figure eight route around the bank
and the building directly in front of the extraction zone. The
patrol consists of five enemies, one with a machine gun.
Identify the machine gunner because he's the most dangerous
threat. Take him out first. Wait by the corner of the starting point
and lie flat. Switch to someone like Jacobs with his 0ICW and
click on full auto. The lead guard is about 10 feet in front of the
others, and he pauses before continuing his march—don't blast
at him, or you'll warn the others. Once you see all five guards in
full view, sweep across them with automatic fire and drop them
before they can reach the cover of the nearby cars.

Hold your fire on
civilians.

The bank is much, much tougher to clear out. Steer to the left
of the first building, and approach the bank from the side
farthest from the main doors. You don't want any thugs inside
the bank to spot you. Head to the street corner and have your
sniper fix on the second story. There are two machine gun
snipers poised to make life very unpleasant.
Stepping right, zoom in on the first window,
and as soon as you see the assassin's
shoulder, pick him off. Do the same to the
other sniper after you take care of the
bank lobby.

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The bank window
snipers have a great
view of the street. Zero
in on them before they
see your squad.

Grenades should be used to clear out a room full of enemies. Toss
one in and stand hack.

{ Going in the bank's
front door is asking
for trouble.

Going in the front doors is like sticking your hand in a hornet's
nest. Cycle to one of your men with a grenade launcher and zip
one in the front doors. You get casualties, but not everyone.
Angle down till you can see straight in the bank and launch a
second grenade. With any luck, you can take out everyone. Be
careful, though—there is a guard on the second-story balcony,
and sometimes two guards in the back room are

protected from the blasts.

Grenades from your
rifleman's M203 should
reduce the bank lobby
to quiet rubble.

Should you need to go to the second story, take the left door
that leads upstairs and peek around corners until you identify
where the bullets are coming from. With the railing at eye level,
your best shot is to drop prone and shoot below the belt. You've
probably taken the machine gun snipers out by now. If not, you
can access their rooms on this level and surprise them from
behind. Give your threat indicator one last check and remove
any last hostiles on your way to claiming objective #1.

One or two guards might ]
be hiding on the balcony ?
and survive your

grenade explosions.
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Head out the back door of the bank to an alley directly north of
you. Run everyone across the street and into the alley, avoiding
five enemies who patrol the underground parking lot below the
building to the east.

Avoid the enemy patrol
in the neighboring
underground parking
lot by taking the alley
at the bank's rear exit.

Why fight everyone? Navigate the streets properly and you can
avoid more than a dozen soldiers on this mission.

Take the alley north, and at the T-intersection, head left (north-
west) toward the helicopter crash site. Cross the open street
and look for the next alley north of you. Watch carefully—on the
east end of the street where it forms a four-way intersection, a
five-man patrol circles back and forth between the extraction
zone on the embassy building and the hotel to the north.

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On the street between
the bank and the
downed helicopter, be
on the alert for a patrol
at the northeast inter-
section. You can avoid it
by taking the first north-
west alley.

Head north up this alley, but stop and go prone when you hit =
the wooden divider just short of the street exit. You're going to
run into a patrol here. It's easier to fight in these cramped quar- |
ters, where the enemies can't draw a sight on you and you can
see into the street. Be patient. Set your sight in the center of the
opening. As soon as you shoot one, the rest come (you may

have to deal with reinforcements from the five guards in the

hotel to the northeast). Given time, it'll become a bloodbath,
clearing the way for a free path to the downed helicopter.

One important note: On your way to the helicopter, you may
have evaded the five-man patrol at the embassy's northwest
intersection (the one with the ruined building). If so, expect five
more guns to reinforce the area. They do everything in their
power to stop you from reaching the extraction point on the roof
of the embassy. Proceed carefully.

When you think the embassy grounds are clear (and they
probably aren't), keep your point person keyed on the
embassy/courtyard archway and move Bravo across to the
embassy's corner. Then move Alpha with Bravo covering. Get
one of your men on the roof if you still have shooting to do.
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Thousands will die if you fail your mission. Under the cover of darkness, you must infiltrate a medieval fortress and recover the
Russian battle plans for their attack on the Latvian border. The war could get worse if your team doesn't return successfully.

For the most part, water on this mission is just as hard as solid
ground. You can't just go down to one bridge pylon and swim
across to the other pylon to plant both charges. Only the
shallow water in front of the Russian camp can be crossed—
the rest is impassable terrain. The river makes this mission
extremely long, since you have to go down the river's east side,
then retrace your steps and wrap around to go down the west
side. As convenient as the road bridge might be, you can't
outshoot the troops that guard it, so take the long way around.
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You can't swim the water in th|s mission. Under fire, seek cover
behind the large rocks and dense bushes.

The first Russian patrol
greets you around the
first bend on the river's
east coast.

Start by heading west from the insertion zone, and hook a left as
the hill goes down to the river. There's a small access to the river's
east side. Follow that small strip of land down to the first pylon.

Before that, though, deal with the Russian guards. Two patrol
the northern half of the east coast. Wait for them at the first
rock outcropping, then surprise them without a shot fired in
your direction. As you advance south, use your sniper to survey
the west coast. At any point, if you see enemies, drop prone and
shoot. The more you take out now, the less you have to deal
with when you engage that side.

Stick to the cliffs as you progress. Don't wander too close to
the river.

They can
shoot them across the river, so make sure you're flush against the
cliff wall when you annoy them.

Go slowly across the
breach in the east coast
cliffs. Guards can easily
slip down behind you.

There's one guard defending the first pylon—and a couple of
tanks. He can be silenced without a sweat; it's his friends on
the bridge you should worry about. Don't try to take the bridge.
Before you know it, you'll have a tank rotating its turret on you.

Don't fire at the bridge
guards. Look for the
single guard by the pylon
and eliminate him.

After hearing a shot or spotting your movement below, a five-
man squad descends the cliff stairs to the south of the pylon.
Gun them down on the steps. If they make it to the bottom,
you're toast.

Objective #1
is complete.

You'll fight them later, so
steer clear to gain the element of surprise when you really face
off against them.

Around the west shore’s first large bend, a three-man patrol

watches the beach. You should have already taken care of them
from the east shore, but if not, don't let them get the drop on you.

Shoot
them on the shore; it's too difficult a shot from your current
angle. Alternatively, you could set up Bravo near the big rocks | o {
halfway down the shore as backup to cover the ledge. Whether |
you decide to take them on yourself or not, your sniper or
rifleman should drop them.
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Veer to your right at
the top of the west
coast breach and head
for the protection of the
nearby trees.

When the way to the top is clear, run to the top and veer right
toward the nearest trees. You want cover immediately so the
tanks and remaining enemy on the bridge don't barrage you.
Bring Bravo up, and together move to the top of the hill, but not
too close to the rise.

The extraction zone is in sight, but you can't reach it yet. Six
enemies guard the road at the bottom of the hill, two armed with
accurate grenade launchers. If you linger in one spot too long,
you can expect a grenade to rain on your parade.

Six enemies secure
the final road before
the extraction zone.
Catch them in a cross-
fire between Alpha
and Bravo.

Both teams should go prone and crawl into position. Take
Alpha and slide to the south side of the woods. Bravo crawls to
the north end of the woods.

Your closest cover—the building ruins immediately north of
the insertion zone—seems like the perfect choice. It isn't.
Though it's possible to kill the enemy from the building ruins, the
fight will probably be a bloody one for you. From the "protection”
of the ruins, it's hard to track all the enemies, and if they get
close enough, expect a grenade in your midst.

Send the first Alpha guy you control, probably a rifleman,
directly toward the shack and stone wall just northeast of your
starting position. Lodge yourself in the corner and crouch so
your gun tip is slightly above the wall. You now have solid
protection from bullets and grenade blasts. Plus, you can shoot
the group of six enemies as they sneak over the hill in the
distance. They come from your right, and you should be able to
plug one or two of them near the tree on the hill. If they slip
through, they will appear on the second hill to the left.

As far as range of vision goes, you're in the same boat as last
mission—thick fog that dampens your senses. Enemies can
ghost in and out of the fog. One second you're tracking a guard
with your sniper; the next, he's gone. It provides cover for you,
but there are a lot more bad guys running around.
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Is the enemy there or
not? It's hard to tell in
the fog, so watch for
movement of any kind.

Establish strong defensive positions and only move when the
coast is clear or semiclear. Unless the enemy is on top of you,
Alpha and Bravo won't have difficulty setting up effective cross-
fires. Switching to night vision outlines an enemy's heat signa-
ture against the background.

Swim the edges of
. impassable swamp water
for maximum cover.

Take full advantage of the swamp water. Duck your men into
its slimy cover and skirt the edges of impassable areas.

Don't activate the south Bradley tank. It adds an incredible
amount of support fire and it's nice to send into a nest of
enemies and not have to do a lick.

Since your troops kill
the brunt of the enemies, it's a headache to keep track of the
extra tank.

The Ghosts are backed
up by Bradley tanks on
this mission.

Your movement is through mountain passes. Keep Alpha and
Bravo on opposite sides of these narrow passages. If an enemy
shows up in the middle, you have an instant crossfire. By
advancing on either side, you lessen the chance of being blind-
sided by the enemy—one of your teams should spot them. For
additional backup, swing Alpha or Bravo away from their sides
to lend support fire.

You don't need to fight
the three guards by the
log cabin.

Head to the eastern pass and travel toward the north pass
objective point. You don't hit resistance until you cut into the
second gap. As you climb the hill, scan for three enemies on the
plateau to your right. They might take a potshot at you from up
high, but they prefer to hide in the trees and bushes and wait
for you to head toward the north pass house. If he can, the one
with the grenade launcher drops a frag into your team.

Three enemies on your
way to the north pass try
to hit you from behind.

Another enemy house sits at the top of the hill near the north
pass objective. Two teams of two patrol the grounds. One team
engages you at the corner of the house where it can take cover
against a rocky outcropping. Deal with that, but also keep your
eye on the second patrol. It either backs up the first patrol or
circles around the house and hits you from the east.



The four enemies at
the house tend to
attack from the
southwest corner.
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Throughout all of this, one of the enemies on the top of the hill
(objective #3) fires down on you with a sniper rifle. Don't
proceed too far up the hill, you have to fight the four house
enemies first. After they fall, you can turn your attention to the
sniper on the hill.

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. Beware the sniper on the
hill. He's a great shot.
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Don't wander too far east (toward the low-lying rock wall), or
you'll draw the north pass enemies into the fight. Just like the
assassin on the hill, one member of the north pass two-man
patrol has a sniper rifle, and you don't want to be pinned down
between those two guys.

Never charge into a situation and activate all of the surrounding
enemies. You don’t want to fight everyone at once.

With all of this going on, a three-man patrol guarding the pass
to the top of the hill comes down and reinforces the house
enemies. One has a grenade launcher. He shoots several
grenades if he has no fear of hitting his fellow comrades.

You might take casualties here, but you will most likely fulfill
two objectives at once, the top of the hill (objective #3) and the
north pass (objective #1). If not, trudge up the hill and mop up
the one or two enemies who remain. All of this craziness
happens before the allied tank crests the north pass hill.
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Take a tip from the enemy snipers and abuse the top of the hill
terrain. Since the enemy has two machine gun nests defending
the pass, assault them from the eastern hilltop instead of tack-
ling them head on.
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Shoot the dangerous
western machine gun
nest before turning your
attention to the lone
guard in the eastern nest.

Head southwest from the top of the hill till you see the pipeline
crossing the mountains. Follow the pipeline and you come to the
cliff where you can shoot down on the enemy. Watch for a two-
person patrol on the cliff opposite you; one of the guards has a
sniper rifle that can easily reach you. Usually, these two come
down from the hill and become your last targets.

The patrol near the south
pass has a sniper.
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Focus on the two machine gun nests. If you've crept to the
cliff's edge, they might not have noticed you yet. Keep it that
way till you've lined up the perfect sniper shot on the western
machine gun nest (the one that can shoot back at you). Kill
these two before turning your attention to the guard who mans
the eastern machine gun nest. If you play it right, he can't line
up a shot against you. Walk along the cliff until you hit him with
a sniper blast. The second objective should trigger, and you're
on your way to the Russian camp.

The next two encounters have rocket launchers. If you don't
remove them in a timely fashion, say goodbye to the Bradley tank.

Double back to the north pass and head south. On the far side
of the big rock, two three-man patrols prepare for the coming
tank. One of these patrols carries an antitank missile and climbs
the rocks behind you to destroy the tank if you can't stop it.

Two patrols wait for the
allied tank south of the
north pass, and one of
the enemy teams carries
a rocket launcher.
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It doesn't matter which team is which—wipe them both out
with impunity. The second team, the one without the rocket
launcher, uses a grenade launcher. That's not much fun, espe-
cially if the enemies can get some altitude on you and rain
bombs from above. If you've followed this section's strategy
from the beginning, you don't have to worry about your second
Bradley tank being destroyed. It's important that these enemies
be annihilated before moving to intercept any others.

To the west of the plateau above the enemy encampment lies
a range of machine gun nests. To the south, you can see a shack
and an enemy group. If it's a two-man group, it has the second
rocket launcher. Kill that group first. A second enemy group,
comprised of three guys, watches the pass to the west in hopes
of taking your tank division off guard. If you see them, fire away.
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Before you tackle the
camp's machine gun
nests, take out the
enemy patrol by the
shack. It has the second
rocket launcher.
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When there are no enemies in sight, head to the area with
the shack. Two cautions here: first, the second enemy patrol
could still be in the area; second, the machine gunner to the
east is an amazing shot. To take the camp, you need to
successfully navigate down to the rocks east of the shack and
obtain a better shot on the machine gunner. Otherwise, he'll eat
you alive.

The camp's machine
gunner is the best
enemy shooter in the
game. You have to get
closer to beat him.
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When the area around the shack is clear, throw your team up
against the east rocks and slide along to the south till you get a
clear shot. The machine gunner has to die first, or your team
won't be alive to hunt for any others. After he falls, snipe at the
last four to close out the mission.

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The first half of this mission is no more challenging than basic
training. The hardest part is holding back from plugging a
civilian so you can complete objective #4. You can combat as
few as five enemies before the grand finale, which is good. You
need to conserve your strength.
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With the element of
surprise on your side,

the first enemy patrol
doesn't have a prayer.

Head southeast to save the U.S. troops. Only one patrol—
three men armed with a machine gun, grenade launcher, and
semiauto—stands in your way. They traverse the south street
behind the apartment buildings. Cut down the street after the
second building and watch for the patrol at the corner. Drop
prone as soon as you catch a glimpse of them. It's tough for the
enemies to find cover, other than some partial protection in
doorways, so they should drop without Alpha or Bravo taking a
slug. If they don't show up right away, move on; you don't want
to waste too much time waiting for them to show. You have
allied troops to save.

Wind through the streets till you reach the large park. Don't
bother trying to pick off enemies from long range. They are invul-
nerable (as are the U.S. troops) until you pass the trigger point
about halfway down the last street leading into the large park.

Once you cross the vulnerability
threshold, gun down the enemies quickly
before they get a chance to use their
machine guns.

Don't move forward until you
drop those two.

There is a
second three-man patrol guarding the exit to Red Square, so
come upon them quickly and quietly.

From here on
out, it's no picnic.

You're about to throw a monkey wrench into the
Ultranationalists' remaining hardware. One last run through the
tanks and machine guns fortifying Red Square, and you can
retire permanently.

At long last, you've
made it to Moscow's
Red Square.

Switch to your demolitions expert and get both Alpha and
Bravo ready to go in the small alcove. A lot happens before you
even look out across Red Square. Be prepared to do things in
rapid-fire order.

First, turn the corner with your demo expert and drop prone.
Make sure the rest of Alpha is out in the street with you. Do the
same for Bravo, sticking as close to the wall as you can.

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Your first task is to pick off the enemy encampment on the
beach.

A stone's throw from the
insertion zone, the
enemy guards the road
in force.

Flick off your safeties immediately. Five seconds into this
mission, you have a fight on your hands. Five enemies lie in wait
on the road and around the rocks just in front of the insertion
zone. It's hard to count them all in the heat of the moment, but it
goes something like this: A three-man team patrols the road and
frequently ducks behind the rock outcropping on the west end
of the road. One solo mercenary drives a jeep packed with
explosives, probably meant for the refinery or another similar
target. The last loner hangs near the bhig western rock and
doesn't peek out until you've engaged his partners.

A bullet plus an
explosive-laden jeep
equal one dead
Ethiopian soldier.

Aim for the three-man group first. You'll do more damage
concentrating on three than chasing after one. Ambush them
before they disappear behind the rock. Next, the jeep driver
heads toward you, slams on the brakes, and cocks his rifle to fire.
Rip a few bullets in his direction and watch the fireworks. Loaded
with explosives, his jeep erupts like a solar flare. Remember this
when you're in the hangar trying to rescue the prisoners.

Watch your back, or the
fifth member of the first
enemy squad plugs you
from behind the rocks.
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To the west, the last enemy hides behind the big rock. If you
run straight for the refinery, he will no doubt kill the first soldier
to enter his arc of fire. Instead, circle your troops around the
rock and flush him out. Six on one shouldn't be a problem.

Good job. You've prevented a truck full of explosives from
reaching the refinery. The only problem is the demolitions
expert is already setting the charges. M
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A sniper and a rifleman
watch the eastern
refinery entrance and try
to buy time for their
demo expert.

When you have five dead on the road,
head straight for the refinery. You can
enter at a number of points, but it's best to
run all the way down and insert from the
main road entrance. From here, you can
catch the sniper off guard. He lies prone
waiting for someone to enter from the
eastern entrance, where he has a
clean head shot. Shoot the sniper
first, then press forward.

It's difficult to run two teams inside
the refinery. The enclosed spaces don's |
allow for crossfires. Use one team and*
leave the other one safe outside to
back you up if need be.

The demo expert plants
his charge. Another few
seconds and the refinery
will be history.
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A second guard should come at you from the middle of the
complex. He's the demo expert's personal bodyguard and
shouldn't prove a huge threat if you expect him. The demo
expert is planting the demo charge at about this time. He works
on the columns right at the heart of the complex, just to the east
of where you'll encounter his bodyguard. No matter what you
do, kill the demo expert fast. You can lay waste to the rest of the
terrorists later, but objective #1 isn't complete without a dead
demo guy. If you take too long, the charges will detonate and
you lose.

Four enemies secure the
refinery's northwest
corner, and they're not
happy to see you.

You can relax a little once the demo expert's charges are
safely disarmed. Rather than let the enemy escape to haunt you
later, clean up the refinery area row by row.

A four-man squad guards the western exit. Its members take
cover as soon as they spot you, and one runs across the
concourse and tries to flank you from the south. Take cover and
get the best angle to expose them the most. You don't want the
one in the south to get close for a quality shot, but the other
three should be your priority.

. Enemy patrols could be
around any cylinder
inside the refinery
compound.
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After they go down, there's a two-man patrol that paces the
far eastern row. If you come at it from the north, you should get
at least one clear shot before the enemies return fire. They
usually hug the wall. Do the same for protection, or flank out for
a better kill shot. With persistence, all nine veteran-level
enemies should see their last terrorist mission.

Take the road west out of the refinery. You won't go far. In fact,
you can probably shoot the enemies from inside the refinery if
they show their faces. They like to hide in the weeds, so be
careful. There are mercenaries on either side of the road. If you
don't count six dead, you missed one.

This pipeline doesn't
lead to oil; it leads to a
machine gun nest and
innocent hostages.

After that firefight, head south toward the pipeline. Swinging
under the massive tube, follow the cliff until you come up on the
machine gun nest from its northeast side. Though heavily
protected, the machine gunner goes down easily. He's watching
the road to the southeast, in case your team felt foolhardy.

Approach the machine
gun nest from the north-
east for a clean shot on
the gunner. He's
watching the southeast
in case you headed up
the road from the beach.

Alpha takes out the machine gun nest. Meanwhile, move
Bravo down along the building to the northeast of the mainte-
nance garage. Hunker them down for a clear shot at the space
in front of the open garage doors. Five guards in total—three by
the railroad tracks and two along the pipeline—stand in your
way outside the garage. Get Bravo in good enough position so
that when Alpha emerges from the machine gun nest to trade
rounds with the terrorists, it's lights out for anyone who doesn't
know the Pledge of Allegiance.
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Five enemy soldiers
secure the perimeter
of the maintenance
garage where the
prisoners are held.

With resistance wiped out around the building, enter the
makeshift prison. Remember those explosives in the first jeep
you encountered? They're all stored in here. One stray bullet
and you won't have to worry what they're serving in the mess
hall tomorrow. Take all the guards out around the building first
so that they don't shoot into the building.

Bust in from the open door on the eastern wall. There are two |
enemies watching the prisoners. One roams in the middle of the 1 ]
crates. The other is hidden to your left. Punch in quick and '
control your shots to well-aimed, single-fire bursts. The guard to
your left is particularly troublesome; he has a great shot at you,
especially if you concentrate on the unsuspecting guard in the
center of the room.

No one else secures the prisoners, so after the two enemies
fall, it's as simple as "running into" each prisoner. If you don't
activate them in this way, the workers will sit in the room like
obedient puppies waiting for their master to return. Don't leave
them behind or you won't complete the second objective.
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If you don't want your
prisoners charbroiled,
watch where you fire
your weapons in the
garage. Those crates
don't hold balloons.
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Follow the tracks to
freedom.

At this point, you may have a free ride to the extraction zone. If
so, take it easy and enjoy a peaceful stroll down the tracks.

H i rea, they'll double back and try to cut you off at the

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You start the mission on top of the northeast hill and need to
battle two patrols before you head to the train station. Run to the
where your plateau slopes down to the next level and you can
survey the entire area. The first three-man patrol is on your left.
They stick together, so you can spray the group and take them
all down in seconds. If you miss, they seek cover behind the
trees. You must then flank out to get a shot around the trunks.

The first three-man
patrol won't know what
hit them.

The next patrol is in one of two places: either down another
level on the next plateau or right on top of you. Depending on
how much time you take with the first group, the second four-
man enemy team might reinforce. Be prepared to gun the four
down from your current position or head down to the next
plateau and use the rocks for cover as you pick them off.

The second patrol might
reinforce its friends
after the shooting starts.

Catch the guards
walking the train
hangar unaware by
cutting around to the
back doors.

Stick to the train hangar's eastern hill for cover as you head
down to tackle the main mercenary force. If you go toward the
north side of the hangar, you'll walk into a crossfire. Use the
south end (the one with the deserted car parked out in the field)
to sneak around and surprise the three-man team inside.

Two guards charge
at you from the small
train hooth.

Advance and shoot inside the hangar. Don't give the enemy a
chance to return fire. If you're having trouble—say, the enemy's
entrenched in good defensive positions—there's a "secret
passage" corridor that runs under the trains, which you can
navigate for a surprise attack.
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During the mission, keep your demolitions expert safe so he can
load up his M136 at the end of the mission.

Once you get to the northern end, two enemies charge at you
from the small booth directly ahead. They try to close for better
shots, so take them out with your longer-range M16s. Don't
push forward past the bay doors or you'll contend with a four-
man mercenary team trying to pop you from the train yard.

Advance too far, and the
enemy will ambush you

from around the side of

the hangar.




One note with the train yard: Those with the better cover will
win. You have the element of surprise, which means you'll catch
your enemies out in the open more times than not. Shoot quickly
before they can dive behind barrels, boxcars, and barricades.
Stay within the hangar, especially alongside the train, and you
cut down on the number of enemies that can see and shoot at

you. They also can't get a good angle on you for an exposed shot.

Having trouble with

. guards in the train
hangar? Use the "secret
passage" under the
parked train to take them
by surprise.

There should be one last patrol in the train yard, and it's the
toughest. It guards the far side of the yard. After the shooting
breaks out, the three enemies take fortified positions along the
third set of train tracks. From there, they don't come out. Expect
heavy resistance as they fire from under the train and alongside
the cars.

The enemy fires from
underneath the trains to
maximize cover.

Eventually, you have to pry those three enemies out of there
to complete objective #3. The catch is that you have to do all
this on a time clock. Take too long and the top secret intelli-
gence files will be gone. Once the bigwigs hear the gunfire,
they're heading for the hills. If you think the fight by the hangar
has taken too long, give up on the three holed-up enemies. Set
team Bravo up inside the hangar, and run Alpha toward the
special objective. You can always take the last three train yard
enemies down later—you can't retrieve the secret papers later.
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Cut between the railroad
. cars, past the water
tower, to the two build-
ings next to the tracks.
These hold the secret
documents.

Dash quickly past the railroad cars and run up the porch of
either of the intelligence buildings. It doesn't matter which one
you tackle first. Head to the gray door, open it, and get in posi-
tion to move upstairs. You have to be fast here. One enemy
might be exposed at the top of the stairs. Shoot him and
continue firing while moving up the stairs. It's kill or be killed.
Don't miss or you'll be a new wall decoration.
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The enemies inside the intelligence buildings have superior posi-
tioning. Stay under the second-story balcony, or they'll shoot you
from above. |
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Three well-armed
enemies hold the
first half of the secret
documents.

Take the same approach with the second group of intelli-
gence enemies as you did with the first. If the special objective
window doesn't show up when you kill the last enemy, zigzag
around the second story a bit to trigger the objective condition.

the second three-man
team in the intelligence
building.

If you left the last three enemies to pursue the escaping
documents, you can now catch them in a crossfire. Before you
leave the intelligence building, toggle back to team Bravo. Peek
out of the hangar till you can see one of the enemies, drop
prone, and rip off a few shots. You want to catch their attention.

Switch back to Alpha and charge out of the intelligence
building. Bravo draws the fire from the remaining enemies,
and they should have their backs to you. You can't ask for
easier targets.

Sneak up on the tent
encampment from its
northern hill.

Your last big push takes you south to the enemy tent encamp-
ment. It's an easy approach. There's really only one way to
attack—from the tent's northern hill. If you come up slowly,
your sight at full range, you'll have a clean shot at two enemies
in the center of camp. Hit at least one, then flank the camp to
your right. At the gaps between the tent, fire at any exposed
enemies, then slide to the next gap. Keep Bravo at the point
where you shot the first tent enemy. If any enemy uses the
middle of the camp as an escape route or tries to outflank you,
Bravo will teach him a lesson.

Some enemies are just plain stubborn. You might have to
weave through the tent obstacles to get a clear shot. Dodge
from crate to chair and pick off where you can, even if just an
elbow or leg is showing on the bad guy. Usually, the best option
is patience. Eventually, the enemy has to move into an arc of
fire if you have him surrounded.




After you open fire on
the first guards, don't
stop. Continue moving to
your right and shoot any
guard who moves.

To wipe out the surface-
to-air missile launcher,
you must first take out
the two guards.

From the tent encampment, head up the road to the east—it
takes you right to the SAM site. Hug the rocks to avoid being
spotted. There are only two guards watching the SAM, and their
attention is on the north, where they overlook the train yard.

If you want to play it safe, switch to someone other than your
demo expert and clip the first guard. The second guard should
come back over the rise to investigate. You're faster than he is,
so this fight shouldn't be much of a strain.

As the coup de grace, switch to your demo expert and load up **
an antitank rocket. One missile should do the trick. Without the
SAM, your air strikes can finally bomb the enemy supply lines
and send the bad guys scurrying back to their holes like rats.

For this mission, you break your cardinal rule that the sniper is
the most important soldier type. You can still take one for long-
range hits, but no more than that. You need the closer firefight
ability of riflemen for the point-blank combat you're bound to
run into. Also, you don't have time to line up a shot by the
sniper. If you delay, the enemy will engage and overrun your
trucks while you're not looking after them.

This isn't a mission of stealth. Consequently, you're going to leave
your snipers at home.
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At the northwest
plateau, take the left
fork around the divide
to ambush the enemy
from the protection of
the rocks.

Run from the start. You don't have time to sit around. You might
think it's best to follow the truck caravan and shoot anything
that moves; it's not. If you try that, the enemy will have elevation
on you and much better cover to ambush you. Instead, head up
the hill to your left and fight for the high ground.

At the top of the plateau, head west and bear left when you
hit the rocky divide. Approach from the southern side, there's
more cover and you've got a good chance of surprising the
enemy. When you near the western edge, slide around the
corner and identify where the six-man team patrols.
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Six enemies wait for
your truck convoy on the
northwest plateau. You
don't have much time to
waste, so hit them with
everything you've got.

If you head around to the other side,
you'd face the muzzle of a machine gun at point-blank range.

When you fire o
the nests, they charge at you. Unless you want to quit early, you
need to fire into their midst and send them dashing for cover.
Most of them hide behind the trees and structures below the
machine gun nests. Don't move yet. You can take each one of
them out if you have patience.

When the enemy breaks
up, scan from tree to tent
to find them.

There are a lot of reinforcements. Three jeeps show up on the
scene with an armed guard each. If you can take out a driver
while his jeep is in motion, it will explode and do some addi-
tional damage to those around it. If you can't, then catch a
guard as he exits a jeep. Each guard hesitates for a moment at
the driver's side door while grabbing his weapon. The guards
are vulnerable at that time.

. Three jeeps show up
with reinforcements for
the village guards.

Besides the jeeps, other soldiers

abandon their posts to help out. Expect two

to four more guards to show up in the area y
afteryou've "cleared" it out. Always
keep on your toes when crossing

through the village. One bullet can
end your mission.
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. A three-man patrol tries
to ambush you from the
paths networking to the
north of the village.

After the big firefight in town, double back to the northeast and
cut up the dirt path that leads into the northern hills. Three
enemies approach from that direction, hoping to surprise you
from above. You may not see them right away, as the hill slopes
steeply up, but they are on the other side. Shoot those three, and
your path is clear to the building with the minefield documents.

Four guards surround
the building with the
minefield papers.

Approach the minefield building from the north. You have
plenty of rock cover to get there undetected. Cut through the
gap between the rocks and the nearest building, then surprise
the guards in front of the minefield building. A four-man team
guards the outside, and its members usually stay spread out.
Take out the two by the door, then scan around for the other
two. One comes from behind the building a few seconds after
you start shooting.

D, —

Shoot the enemy
guarding the minefield
papers through the
window. Otherwise,
you'll have a difficult
time killing him sneaking
in through the doorway.

If you move too far into the open space, the enemy inside the
minefield building will join in. He fires at you through his office
window (to the left of the door), so return the favor with some
projectiles aimed at his head. Pick him off through the window.
It's easier than sneaking in the door and turning the corner to
face a point-blank shot.

After the minefield docu-
ments are recovered,
use your sniper to
search out any enemy
stragglers who may
harass you on your
return trip.

Until you seize Abate in his house, you never have to leave the
hills where you started. The rest of the enemies can be shot from
the safety of the rocks.




With objective #1 complete, double back the way you came,
and head toward the vehicle pool on the map's southwest
section. Search for any enemy interference in the village—
another reinforcement jeep or more unaccounted for guards—
and deal with them immediately. It's easy to lose track of the
enemies' positions on this mission, and that's a surefire way of
getting shot.

On the way to the
vehicle pool, pick off
Abate's guards to save
on work later.

Six of Abate's men
protect his prized
possession, a tank.

The vehicle pool soldiers are expecting an attack from the main
road. Two snipers lay prone in the middle of the junkyard, itching
to trigger a few at the first commandos they see. One of the
guards mans a machine gun for extra firepower, but the hill paths
lead behind the junkyard and set you up for the perfect ambush.

. A machine gun and
g two snipers lying prone
on the ground point
toward the east and the
main road, so attack
from the north.

If your sniper has any leftover ammo, track down as many
enemies as you can, and pick them off. The two snipers are
easy targets, as is the lone guard standing in the junkyard's
center. One guard hangs out near the cliffs beneath you; he's
the toughest to hit. He has the element of cover between the
rocks and the vehicles. However, he can't get a good shot at
you without popping up, so time your shot for his movement.

Your demo expert needs
to launch an antitank

missile into the armored
unit on the junkyard's far 7
side.




. Abate has five guards
entrenched as perimeter

defense, most of them
behind sandbag barriers.

From the junkyard, cut across the road and charge up the hill at
Abate's house. There is little resistance now. At the house's
southwest corner, slide out and draw a bead on the enemy by
the sandbags. His partner is by the tree to the left, so proceed
cautiously until the perimeter is clear.

Even though Abate

. shoots at you, if you kill
him, you lose the
mission. Shoot the guard
to his right (in camou-
flage) to end the firefight.

Your last task is to retrieve Abate. He has only one guard, and
you've surrounded them, but they are armed and ready for you
when you come through the door. The problem is telling which
one is Abate. It doesn't matter if Abate shoots you; if you shoot
him, the mission ends in failure. You could kill everyone else in
the mission, but one slip of the finger and it's over.

. The prize, Ashenafi
Abate, gives up after all
his men are dead.

The answer to your dilemma is to shoot Abate's guard. The
guard is to the right, dressed in camouflage. He also has a
slighter build than Abate. When the guard drops, Abate gives
up, and you've completed the mission. Count yourself lucky if no
one on your team was killed by Abate's men. More bullets fly on
this mission than any other in the game.

(@
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The bad guys have finally got the hang of things by the second-to-last mission. While you may take two snipers on your team, they
wield six against you on the first part of your new mission. Qutgun them, and go through another 14 soldiers in a fortified position.
Should you survive that death run, your last challenge is to take a keep surrounded by hidden traps and invisible enemies. No

problem, right?

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The first of three snipers
waits for you in a
cement bunker above
the road.

All seems quiet on the main road, and that's what the enemy
wants you to think. Of course, it's a trap. Snipers line the cliff
walls in cement bunkers on the hills. Three snipers aim at you
from the first northeast hill, with another opposite them on the
far side of the road. Unlike regular soldiers, these snipers can
strike you from long range. They might use the same high-
powered weapons as your snipers.

Arm your sniper with a 7.62mm sniper rifle or the M98 for scopes
with 12x or better range.

Don't go down the road. The snipers will pick apart your
team, and you'll have to restart. Instead, hug the cliff wall for
maximum cover and get into a position to view all the bunkers
and snipe their snipers. With the 7.62mm sniper rifle or the M98,
focus inside the bunkers and line up kill shot after kill shot.

On the other side of the
road, another sniper
shoots at you.

After you thwart the first set of sniper crossfires, run your
sniper up the hill where the bunkers are to line up your next set
of shots. The second sniper zone has two snipers; however, if
you delay, some enemies may find their way up the hills and
cause you problems. Take out the last sniper, then move to the
sniper bunkers for a clear view of the roadblock you've been
sent to destroy.

On the last hill before
the roadblock, a final
sniper can ruin your day.

Fourteen guards clog the
road near the blockade.

Your sniper's got more work cut out for him. No matter how
good your riflemen and support soldiers are, they can't get
through the roadblock without assistance. The enemy has the
benefit of cover and superior numbers. Your teams would be
ripped apart as they advanced down the open road.

First, take out the five-
man team to your right.
You don't want them
gaining the hill and firing
at you from a higher
elevation. Next, swing
over to the three-man
team on the left.

The sniper whittles down the resistance before you go in.
Zoom in on the five-man team to the right. You want its
members dead so they can't climb the hill and shoot at you from
above. As they fall, pan across the road and pick off anyone you
can pinpoint. Your last targets should be in the three-man team
to your left.



Two jeeps reinforce the
roadblock, but a shot to
the gas tank singes that
extra soldier.

Two jeeps show up to
reinforce the blockade. Unfortunately for the drivers, they're
operating vehicles with enormous gas tanks. One shot to the
jeep sparks the gas tank, and the whole jeep explodes.

If you can get close to
- the roadblock, unload on
the guards hiding behind
the vehicles as quickly
as you can.

Your sniper can single-handedly kill the roadblock soldiers. If
you're fast and your cover gets in the way of incoming shots,
the entire roadblock area can be cleared without risk to your
other five soldiers. Wait for everyone stops moving, then send
your troops down on the road. To make an accurate determina-
tion, pull back on your zoom to take in the whole area.

Watch out for the
assassin lying along
the cliff base near the
main road's southeast
intersection.
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The house at the bottom
of the keep's hill hosts
three enemies who
guard the road.

Leg three of your journey takes you to the keep on the hill. At
the bottom of the hill, three soldiers patrol the road. Don't be
fooled if no one's around when you arrive. The three-man patrol
walks back and forth between the road and the back of the
small house adjacent to the road. Wait for all three to expose
themselves before you open up.
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The ominous-looking
keep is your last
objective.

The hill looks like a difficult assault, and it is. Other than the
big rock halfway up the hill, there isn't much cover. On top of
that, the enemies have built a series of trenches around the
keep to give them hiding places to lie in wait. It's a trap, and
you have to disarm it.

Don't get caught in
control of your sniper
when you advance on
the keep's hill. The
enemy will quickly gun
you down.

Switch off your sniper. The battles from here on out are close
and quick. Better that you control a rifleman or support soldier
for the firefights.

Like a moat, the enemy
has dug a trench system
around the keep from
which assassins can
pop up and wipe you out.

Run for the cover of the big rock and drop prone if anyone
fires at you. Watch out for the machine gun near the southeast
part of the trench system. Unless a patrol wanders down the
hill, there is only one enemy on the southeast perimeter, near
the machine gun. Kill that enemy and jump into the trench.

Near the trench system,
machine guns stand
ready for the enemy to
use at any time.




Use the enemies’ trench system against them. It keeps you hidden
from anyone outside the trenches and acts like a road map—
follow the trenches to find all the enemies.

Now you're on equal footing with the protected enemies.
Follow the trench system in a clockwise fashion. On the
western face, a three-man team intercepts you around the
southwest corner. At the top of the hill, behind the keep,
another three-man team stakes out the trenches. These guys
are tougher and have access to a machine gun, and have been
forewarned that you're coming. If you can finish them off, one
more enemy is on the northeast perimeter. There are eight total
ringing the keep.

At the top of the hill, g
behind the keep, three of : =%
the enemies shoot at you ‘
as you round either of
the keep's corners.

There are only two enemies left at this point. If you're on the
keep's north face, locate a door near the northwest corner.
Monitor this door at all times. One of the enemies likes to kick it
open and come out firing. If you have your back turned when he
makes his move, you're toast. Wait for the door to spring open,
and catch him by surprise when he surfaces.

A
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Two enemies hide inside
the keep and use the 3
back door to sneak up
on you.

The final enemy hides out inside the keep. You can snipe him

from either of the keep's doorways, or send a soldier in to end the 60

mission. Be careful and you'll come away without a scratch. If
you've missed anyone, don't worry about it. Command has given
you the night off, and they're sending in another platoon to clean &
up any stragglers. Finally, someone appreciates your efforts. .

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Three soldiers patrol the
perimeter of the ford—
with three more as
backup. They're your
first targets.

Your first objective is the last stop for Wolde's tanks, if it comes
to that. The northeastern ford, lightly guarded by the enemy,
serves as a warm-up exercise for the upcoming slugfest against
the tanks. Don't take any wounds in the initial fight; you need all
your guys healthy for the rest of the mission.

Two backups arrive in
trucks when the fighting
begins.

Begin with your sniper. Advance to the clump of foliage in
front of the insertion zone and scope the enemy from that posi-
tion. Zoom around till you find all three enemies in your frame.
Shoot one, then another, in rapid succession, then track where
the remaining enemies duck for cover. Aim for a piece of the
enemy that's showing outside the cover. If you can't get a clear
shot, move around until you get the proper angle for a kill shot.
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Two backups arrive in trucks. They don't pose much threat. Ilf
you spot them early, you can hit them inside the truck or just as
they exit the vehicle. Don't let them run from the vehicle or
they'll reinforce from a defensive position and be that much
tougher to remove.

. Sneak into the house by
the ford to take care of
the three guards inside.

Three guards shoot at you from the boarded-up house on the
hill by the ford. When the ford guards are down, run for the
house and skirt around to the north face. Find the back door and
enter with a rifleman. One guard tries to take you at the first
doorway, so shoot as you round the corner. A second guard
emerges from the first doorway on your right. The last guard
stays in his room down on the right. Be careful with him; he's
armed with a machine gun and doesn't miss often.




After you've dealt with the ford, toggle to your other team
(Bravo) at the insertion zone, and head south into the rocks.
Usually, on the western side of the big rock shielding the inser-
tion zone from the rest of the map, three enemies look to rein-
force whenever they get a chance. Their favorite trick is to
come up behind you after you've “cleared" a zone. Don't give
them the chance. Hunt the three enemies down and pick them
off before they do damage.

With the three enemies down, send Bravo to the cliffs on the
map's southern end. Get in position to overlook the road leading
to the small bridge. Alpha plays an important role later when the
tanks roll in on you.
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The first machine gun
nest on the hill guards
the SAM behind it.

Outside the house, toggle back to your sniper and scout up the
hill. On the other side of the rocky tip, locate the first of two
machine gun nests. They flank the SAM you've been assigned
to take out (objective #2). Watching through your scope, when
you top the ridge, line up a good shot and eliminate the guard in
the nest.

Switch back to a rifleman and charge up to the rocks. There
are four enemies left, one in the second machine gun nest. Take
the guard out in the nest, then move on to the others. Hopefully
your superior cover can protect you, but it's a tough fight.

Five enemies ring the
SAM and try to buy time
for their tank division to
rumble to the rescue.

When the bad guys are dead, switch to your demolitions
expert and destroy the SAM. For this mission you should have
two demo experts, both with M136s, and they should be kept
out of harm's way until the last fight. Without them, you have no
hope against the incoming tanks.

One antitank missile
ends the SAM threat.

A forward three-man
team announces the
imminent tank arrival.

You don't have much time now. The tanks are on their way.
Switch to a sniper and blast the first few enemies you see. A
forward advance of three enemies heralds the tanks' approach.
Take them out so your demo expert has an unobstructed view of
the tanks. If the tanks crest the rise, switch to your demo guy. If
those tanks unload on you, you're finished.




Three missiles, three
tanks—if you miss,
you're dead.

The fate of your platoon rests on your demolitions expert's
shoulders, literally. He has to load up an antitank rocket and hit
the first tank as it rises over the ridge. Reload and strike the

second tank as it dodges around the first tank's blazing chassis.

Repeat for the third tank.

Each time you kill a tank, the others get dangerously closer.
You can't miss here. You don't have time to reload and blast a
missed tank before it blasts you. Take your time to line up the
shot and make sure it's nestled in the center of the tank's body.
Don't be intimidated by those big turrets swinging toward your
face—your weapon is just as powerful as theirs.

Use the southwestern
rope bridge to outflank
the bridge guards if
necessary.
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Click on the map and toggle over to Bravo. Up on the cliffs, |
look down on the road behind the burning tanks. A second _ }
three-man team follows the tank division. It's Bravo's job to
take out these soldiers. The enemy is concentrating fire on the
demolitions expert who just blew up the tanks. Your demo guy is
more than a little handicapped, switching weapons from rocket
launcher to M4. You certainly don't want him rewarded with a
bullet to the brain after the feat he's just performed, so unload
on the exposed enemies below. At the very least, distract them
so they turn to fire at you. Eventually, you'll annihilate them from |
your fortified position. E
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From the cliffs, Bravo

catches the rear tank

guard in a crossfire. - i ;
J
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The last three soldiers defend the bridge. Not that it matters |
now that their tanks are blown to smithereens. Even so, they
fire back, so have Bravo mow them down from the cliffs. If
there's any remaining resistance—maybe one of them lies
prone below the concrete side and can't be hit by Bravo—send
in Alpha to clean up.




After you dispose of
the tanks, concentrate
your fire on the three
enemies defending
the bridge.

The mission is not over. Like the team of enemies hiding in the
rocks near the insertion zone, there are other enemies hiding
near the bridge. There's a stretch of land between the SAM site
and the rope bridge that connects to the landmass behind the
concrete bridge. Three enemies are entrenched there. They
may engage as you take on the tanks, but sometimes your demo
expert is so effective that they don't have time to cause harm.

Instead, they wait for you to come to them. You can either
bounce from rock to rock on the northern entrance to pick them
off, or take the rope bridge and hope to get the jump on them
from behind. Either way, they're outgunned and nowhere near
as smart as you.

There may be stragglers
in the rocks. After the
bulk of the work has
been accomplished,
search for hidden
enemies, particularly in
the western passages.

Your African campaign missions are complete. Colonel Wolde
has fallen, and you've brought order to the Ethiopian chaos.
