EDIT BOOKMARKS

Topics that appear in the Browser Activity Screen may be bookmarked for future reference by
clicking the Bookmark button. Once bookmarked, items will appear in both the Bookmark Menu
and can be edited in the Bookmark Manager.

TRANSCRIPTS

One day after Titanic's survivors arrived in New York, the U.S. Senate began an official investigation
into the cause of the disaster. For three long weeks, weary crewmen and passengers were grilled by
Senator William Alden Smith, who made them answer for their actions on that fateful night. The

~ resulting document is a gripping eyewitness account of one of the worst maritime disasters in history.

On May 2, 1912 the British government began their own investigation. For three months, the Right
Honorable Lord Mersey held 37 public meetings, interviewed 97 witnesses and reviewed hundreds
of technical documents. The result is a fascinating and detailed account of the birth, life and death
of Titanic and the actions of her survivors and tragic victims.

James Cameron’s Titanic Explorer offers, for the first time anywhere, interactive and completely
unabridged versions of these historic reports.

2. Day’s Transcript / Summary - Select “Day’s Transcript” to show the full text of
the transcript. Select “Summary” for a brief summation of the transcript for that day.

3. Day / Subject Selector - If you are viewing the transcripts by day, use this
slider to select which day of the hearings you want to access. If you are viewing
by subject, use this slider to select a subject. Make your selection by moving the

menu up and down through the viewer. The selected day/subject will appear

4. Search by Subject - Click here to summon a list of subject areas covered
within the transcripts. Selecting a subject area will yield a list of related links.

Upon making your selection, the Activity Window will reappear with the selected
subject featured.

5. Find - To look for a specific word or phrase among all transcripts, type it in and
click “Find." Click “Find Next” to look for multiple appearances of the same word or
phrase. |
