Windows® System Requirements
Pajama Sam requires a 35 MHz 486 (or faster) PCsystem with 8 MB of RAM, Windows 3.1 or Windows 95,
SVGA card (640x480, 256 colors), a sound card and a double-speed (or faster) (D-ROM drive.

Macintosh® System Requirements
Pajama Sam” requires a 68040 (25 MHz or faster) Macintosh, with 8 MB of RAM, a double-speed
(or faster) (D-ROM drive, and a 256 color video display.



INSTALLATION

Windows 95 Customers:
No installation is required with the Windows 95 AutoPlay feature. Just insert the (D-ROM into your
(D-ROM drive, wait for the AutoPlay window, and click on the PLAY button.

Windows 3.1 Customers:
Before playing Pajama Sam, you must run our installation program. Insert the (D-ROM into your (D-ROM
drive. Select the Run... command from the File menu in the Windows Program Manager. Type the
following into the Command Line area:

D:\INSTALL.EXE (Replace "D" with your CD-ROM drive letter.)
(lick the Quick Install button to start the installation. Follow the on-screen instructions. The installation
program will create a Humongous group in Program Manager. A Pajama Samicon will be placed in the
group to allow you to start the game easily. When the installation is finished, you may need to click the
Restart Windows button the first time you play.

Important Note: In order to take full advantage of the 32-bit capabilities of your computer, the
installation program must copy some Windows system files to your hard disk. This will take no more than
1.5 MB of hard disk space. The installation program does not copy any of the game files to your hard disk.
You willstill need to insert the Pajama Samin No Need to Hide when It's Dark Qutside (D into your
(D-ROM drive each time you play.

Macintosh Customers:
No installation is required on the Macintosh. Just insert the CD-ROM into your CD-ROM drive and wait for
the Pgjama Samicon to appear on your desktop.

Windows 95 Customers:

Windows 3.1 Customers:

Insert the (D into your CD-ROM drive. To start Pajama Sam, double-click on its icon in the Humongous group.
Macintosh Customers:

To start Pajama Sam, insert the (D-ROM into the (D-ROM drive,
then double-click on the Pgjama Samicon.

Important Note: In order to get the best performance from
your computer, we may need to perform a video and (D-ROM
drive speed test prior to the first time you run Pajama Sam.
(This applies to the Windows version only,) It will take 3

to 5 minutes and run only once. Also, due to ongoing
Windows upgrades, it may be necessary to upgrade your

video drivers for optimum performance. (See Readme

HOW DO | MOVE PAJAMA SAM FROM PLACE TO PLACE?

Just point and click and you're on your way to directing Pajama Sam through the land of Darkness. Simply
move the mouse to move the cursor across the screen. When your cursor is over an exit, it turns into a
large arrow. Now, just click and Pajama Sam will move on to the next location. Pressing the Escape (Esc)
key during play will jump you through cut-scenes (opening title sequences, conversations between
characters, etc.).

MAKING USE OF HANDY ITEMS

Some of the items you come actoss-like a flashlight, an oil can, a hammer, a carrot, and a pick axe-are
useful to Pajama Sam. Just dlick on the desired item and Pajama Sam will pick it up. ltems you collect are
stored in Pajama Sam's inventory. To use an item, slide the cursor to the bottom of the screen and the
items will pop up. Click on an item and the cursor will become that item. Now, position the cursor in the
play area, on top of the object you want to use the selected item with, and dlick.

SAVING AND LOADING A GAME

To save a game in progress, press § on the keyboard. A Save screen will come up. Click on one of the
empty boxes to save the game (Note: You can also save over an existing game.) Type in a name for your
saved game, if you wish. To exit, click on the EXIT ARROW at the top of the screen. To load a saved
game, press L. Click on the picture of the game you wish to load. To exit without loading a game, click on the
EXIT ARROW.
